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1. Introduction

This is the second newsletter of the EducaRUE eptgjEnergy Efficiency Paths in Educational
Buildings). EducaRUE is an European Commissionimaniced project, in the framework of
Energy Intelligent Europe programme. It aims at rowing energy performance in the building
sector at local level and with particular attentioneducational buildings. Its specific aim is to
speed up the implementation of European DirectimeEmergy Efficiency in Buildings in the
Member States and at local government level, bynptong the ability of local players to guide and
orient initiatives designed to encourage energyingavhrough the implementation of specific
measures and integrated tools. The use of plaramdgprogramming tools, as well as reward and
support schemes, will be harmonized via a procéssaperation and coordination involving local
government players.

Expected results:

- development of actions for encouraging the useustasnable energy through the
development of Local Energy Plans, based on enwiemtally friendly criteria;

- definition of a model of environmentally friendlyn@gy management for public
buildings;

- strengthening the role of local authorities in thgplementation of European and
National legislation;

- strengthening the awareness of local players abtiqomstitutions in regards to the
use of sustainable energy as a result of both gtqmoject actions (technical
intervention), and “soft” actions through commuation and dissemination
activities;

- increase the adoption of environmentally friendghéviour by developing and
updating technical competence of operators witha énergy management sector,
through the involvement of all partners in jointiaas that include the organization
of training courses developed by the project allitevel.

Intranet will be used for the
exchange of technical advice on the activities aitidbe used to update the progress of the project.
Each partner will contribute to the enrichmentledde pages. The Province of Potenza also showed
the draft of the project brochure.
The project officer Timothée Noel described to pars the European framework in which
EducaRUE project is integrated.

3.2 Focus WP 2 “Analysis of barriers and test defition”

The Work Package 2 “Analysis of barriers and tesdinition”, started in February 2008, and has
as its main objective the identification of praggef the EPBD implementation through a constant
and systematic analysis, at local level, while aensidering it within the regional and national
context, and to identify the main non-technologmlastacles to the implementation of the Directive
at local level.

With the aim of achieving these results, the Proeionf Perugia, the responsible partner, has
prepared a document containing indications reggrdihe examination of the state of
implementation of the Directive, both at local leemd at national level. In particular, the data
requested concerned the following aspects:

- the status of implementation of the EPBD (with jatar regard to any legislative
provisions and government regulations necessaryhiDirective implementation,
and to their effective application capability);

- identification of competent subjects for the imptartation of the Directive;
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- the level of knowledge that the public administratiand the technicians of the
building sector, both private and public, haveh# Directive;

- implementation of necessary measures to providernrdtion for buildings users,
related to methods and practices aimed at the wmapnent of energy efficiency;

- obstacles to the implementation of the Directiweshsas: lack of information for the
operators of the sector and for the citizens, t#dechnical competence, knowledge
and experts, lack of transparency in certificatidimancial incentives for the
procedure etc.

Currently the collection of task reports is almoshcluded.

An important added value of this project is thet that the majority of the partners are responsible
for the maintenance and management of a large nuofbeducational buildings (in some cases
over 100) in the territory of their competence.

Another key action of this activity is the identdition, within the properties of the Province /
area, of a school building suitable (one for eagapto be used as example for developing the next
experimental phases of the project and for theiegupdn of the EPBD directive. The Province has
asked all partners, through an informative questne, a series of questions with the aim of
identifying some features typical of school builgsnwithin the involved territories.

On the basis of the collected information, a seecimethodology has been realised. This
methodology needs the collection of quantitativd gnalitative information on the characteristics
of each school institute, on the energy consumpioouildings and on the technical interventions
realised. The main selection criteria are congduty the energy index for the heating consumption
Cly. Other selection criteria are: school typology aondstruction characteristics; the significance
at local level of the building (if it is centraf,it is well-known); replicability and comparabiitcan
be criteria used for choosing the model in viewtsffuture function as a “reference” example of
sustainable energy management for citizens.

3.3 Focus WP 3 “Development of technical skills”

The WP 3 activity “development of technical skillsthich the Province of Potenza is responsible
for, started in October. The aim of this Work Page is to transmit basic knowledge and to develop
technical skills within each area involved. Theskjectives will be achieved through the
arrangement of projects and the illustrative impatation of training and updating of skills
addressed to students, professional technicians pghiorm their work in the building sector, to
government entities that contribute to the adoptadnacts of regulation and control of local
construction and to installers and companies opeyat the energy sector.

The project foresees the development of four natisrorkshops (to be held respectively in Italy,
Germany, Spain, United Kingdom) organised with ¢emeral objective of defining a common
orientation for the training courses addressedadegsional figures, by answering the needs raised
in the local areas involved and by ensuring theatipd of the skills of operators working within
energy sector (technicians, professionals, instaér)

The four workshops will be held between Decemb&82&nd January 2009

6. Project Check-it-out

Check it Out! is an European project co-funded by European Union under the Intelligent
energy-Europe Programme. The goal of the projeatiscking and improving the energy
performance of schools. Besides this goal the pt@ens at spreading experiences accross Europe.
The project involves partners from Bulgaria, Gergatungary, Spain and the Netherlands.

Within this project the partners will investigateetenergy performance of schools in their country
through performing energy audits. These audits leidld to advice to the schools on how to
improve their energy performance. These advice Wwél both technical and organisational.
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Afterwards we will also support the schools witlalhg implementing the advice, which is even
more important than only giving the advice. Besitlas technical part, the project partners will
also introduce educational programs in the padioig schools to get the pupils and teachers
actively involved in the programme by informing th@bout energy saving and climate change.
Finally this project will lead to a so called "bgstactice-model” on how to improve the energy
performance of schools across Europe. We will gptieis model across the European Union.

Goals
The overall objectives of the project Check it cae to:

1. Support actors responsible for the renovation dfosts to implement energy saving
measures and improve the energy performance diui@ings (105 school buildings in the
five partner countries).

2. Develop a best-practice support model for effetyiassisting the implementation of energy
saving measures in schools buildings in Europe.

3. Create a common educational approach that invgupds in addressing the potential of
energy saving in their school environment, theighlourhood and at home.

4. Spread the best-practice energy conservation agipeeafor schools linked to educational
programmes throughout Europe.

Expected results
The obtained outcomes of the project have been:
- across country analysis of barriers for the imgetation of energy saving
measures and best practice solutions;
- Energy audits of more than 90 school buildings Hasen performed;
- Realisation of Action plans for all these schoald ¢he first energy saving measures
- A preliminary description of an European Best RcactSupport Model for
effectively supporting the implementation of energgving measures in schools
buildings;
- A common educational approach for the schools irmpe]
- Realisation of educational programmes in schools;
In the longer term the project Check it Out! witintribute to:
Catalyze and accelerate an effective implementati@mergy saving measures in existing
school buildings within the EU resulting in impravenergy performance of existing
schools across the EU;
Improved comprehension of the potential for enesayings in existing buildings, in
general.

5.2 Recast of the Energy Performance of BuildingsiEctive

Buildings are at the core of the European Unionisperity. They are important to achieve EU's
energy savings targets and to combat climate chargist contributing to energy security. An
enormous unrealized savings potential lies dormanbuildings. The recast of the Energy
Performance of Buildings Directive (2002/91/EC) Iwdictivate this, also boosting sustainable
investments and job creation, often in SMEs, acieasope. More energy efficient buildings
provide better living conditions and save monegliaitizens. The estimated impact of the recast is
energy savings of 60-80 Mtoe in 2020 or the totdldhergy consumption will be reduced by 5-6%.
Member States will develop plans for increased remqhbof low or zero energy and carbon
buildings, such as passive houses. The public isebtmuld show a leading example investing in
such buildings.

The Commission will continue to help Member Stataplementing this Directive, like with the
information service "Buildings Platform”. In 200@®e Commission will launch a major “Build-up”
initiative to increase the awareness of the whbkarcfrom authorities, to construction industry and
citizens on the saving opportunities. New finanaobemes are introduced to overcome investment
barriers.
